Unfiltered brown with roasty, malty, vanilla, caramel.  Fermented in 10,000 gal tank made of Paraguayan Palo Santo “holy tree” wood which is used in S. American wine making.  Largest wooden brewing vessel built in the US since before prohibition.
Tasting:  Hazelnut Brown Nectar (6.2 % abv) Rogue, Newport, Oregon  OG: 1.048, 28 IBU, 9.8 Lovibond

Inspired by a homebrewer who added hazelnuts to the 1993 AHA conference commemorative beer.

Frambozen Raspberry Brown Ale (6.5% abv) New Belgium, Ft. Collins, CO
